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The Sacrament of Marriage
at St. Patrick

Congratulations on your engagement! At St. Patrick
parish we welcome every opportunity to help make your
wedding a very personal event. Any wedding ceremony is a
cherished life moment. Surrounded by those you love, you
and your “spouse-to-be” express what it means to be in
love. Obviously it is an intense personal experience. But
in a Catholic understanding of marriage as a Sacrament
your wedding ceremony is much more than a personal
exchange of vows and giving of rings. It is a ritual filled
with music, symbols, family, friends, and the rich tradition
of our faith. By choosing to be married in the Catholic
Church you are seeking a particular celebration in a
particular spirit. Why else be married in the Church?

A Church ceremony is a religious ceremony, celebrating the
beginning of your marriage. It is also a “revelatory
moment” in your life and in the lives of all those present –
revealing God’s presence in the world! Our Scripture says,
“God is love.” By your being in love, God dwells with you.
The two of you, your guests, and the world see God in the
love you share.

In a Catholic wedding you are promising to share in Christ’s
vision of marriage: one of continual growth and mutual
support of each other with the help and active involvement
of God throughout your life together. This is a vision
calling you to be faithful both to the person to whom you
vow on your wedding day, and to the person your spouse
becomes as you both experience the changes involved in
life’s journey.
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This is why we speak of marriage as a sacrament; we
believe that the love you share in marriage becomes a
sign to all whom you touch of the closeness, the love
and the wonder of the presence of God.

Everyone on our marriage ministry team looks forward
to working with you during this special time!

The following information is designed to answer many of
the questions engaged couples and their families typically
have. It is our hope that these guidelines (prepared by the
parish following the standards set by the Catholic
Archdiocese of Cincinnati) will help us provide strong
support and care for you as you enter this time of marriage
preparation and planning. They are not intended to make
it difficult for you to marry at St. Patrick. Rather, they will
help you more deeply realize the serious and sacred, yet
joyful and life-giving Sacrament of Marriage.

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Overview of Your Marriage
Preparation

Your marriage preparation involves various requirements
made by the universal Catholic Church, the local parish,
and the State of Ohio.

Canon Law indicates the type of ceremony which will be
held, depending on your individual circumstances. The
universal Church (through the archdiocese of Cincinnati)
also requires specific documentation and attendance at the
diocesan marriage preparation program of your choice.

Local parish policy dictates such things as available times
and dates for weddings, meetings with your presider,
specifics of local marriage preparation policies, inclusion of
visiting clergy, requirements for reserving the church or
Parish Center, and the expectation that you are active
members of the parish.

The State of Ohio requires certain legalities be observed.

All of these are discussed in more detail in the sections
which follow.
